WASHINGTON PARK ARBORETUM
2300 Arboretum Dr E, Seattle, WA, US, 98195
Washington Park Arboretum is a dog-friendly park in 
Seattle, WA. Leashed pets welcome on the extensive trails 
of this beautiful Seattle park with plenty of benches for 
resting and lots of local wildlife. Please note that dogs are 
not permitted inside buildings.

CARKEEK PARK
950 NW Carkeek Park Rd, Seattle, WA, US, 98177
Pets are welcome to join you on-leash at this Seattle 
public park. Leashed dogs are allowed on trails; however, 
they are not allowed on the beaches.

HIKES

RATTLESNAKE LEDGE HIKE
Rattlesnake Ledge is a moderate, 4 mile round-trip day 
hike with 1,160 ft in elevation gain. The trail switchbacks 
up steeply to a rocky ledge with views of Mount Si and the 
surrounding area. Leash and off-leash area. 

SNOW LAKE TRAIL
Starting at the Alpental Ski Area and leading up to the 
incredible Snow Lake, this is one of the most popular 
hikes in the Alpine Lakes Wilderness. The route starts 
by climbing alongside the South Fork Snoqualmie River 
with Snoqualmie Mountain on your right. You’ll pass by 
numerous waterfalls and follow steep switchbacks on your 
way up to the destination.

GREENLAKE BOAT RENTAL

Breakfast is served 
all day and lunch options include flank steak salad, 
cheeseburgers, veggie shawarma, and Cuban 
sandwiches. Dogs are welcome to join diners 
on the outdoor patio.

NORM’S KITCHEN & BAR

Norm’s Eatery & Ale House is a dog-friendly pub in 
Seattle where Fido is welcome to join you at a 
table inside the restaurant or outside on the patio. 
This Fremont spot is actually named after a dog, which 
is obvious enough upon entry, and features a dog menu 
with a nightly food special dubbed the "Doggie Bowl," 
the theme is decidedly dog-centric and very laid back. 
The menu features wings, sandwiches, salads, rib eye 
steak, and more. Brunch is also served daily until 3pm 
with items like breakfast burritos, chicken and waffles, 
and eggs Benedict. 

THE DUCHESS TAVERN

The Duchess Tavern is a dog-friendly eatery in Seattle, 
WA. Dogs are welcome at outdoor tables except during 
peak busy hours such as game days. The menu features 
traditional pub fare and a variety of draft and bottled beer.

MAGNOLIA PARK
1461 Magnolia Blvd W, Seattle, WA 98199
Magnolia Park is on the Magnolia Bluff with a magnificent view 
of Puget Sound and many beautiful trees.  Leash required. 

KUBOTA GARDEN
9817 55th Ave, Seattle, WA, US, 98118
Soak up the beauty of nature as you stroll through this gorgeous 
park and botanic garden. Pets welcome as long as they remain 
on-leash.

WOODLAND DOG PARK 
1000 N 50th St, Seattle, WA, US, 98103
Pet owners love this pretty, fenced dog park on a sloped hillside 
with benches, trees, and a water spigot. It’s a great place for your 
pet to play off-leash.

DENNY PARK—Off Leash
100 Dexter Ave N, Seattle, WA, US, 98109
Located in the city’s oldest park, Denny Park Off-Leash Area is 
a safe space for Fido to socialize and play. The Off-Leash Area 
is .105-acres, wheelchair accessible, surfaced with granolithic 
gravel, double-gated, and surrounded by a 4' tall fence.

WARREN G. MAGNUSON PARK—Off Leash
7400 Sand Point Way NE, Seattle, WA, US, 98115
Magnuson Off-Leash Dog Area is a fully-fenced, 6-acre dog park 
divided into several smaller areas with access to swim in Lake 
Washington. Best of all, it’s the only dog park in Washington 
with beach access.

WESTCREST PARK—Off Leash

Westcrest Park Off-Leash Area is an 8.4 acre, dog-friendly park 
in Seattle, WA. The park features a doggie drinking fountain, 
shade, trees, and lots of open space. There is also a separated 
area for small and shy dogs located on the southwest side of 
the main off-leash area. For people, the off-leash area provides 
benches, chairs, and a shady place to relax. Restrooms, play 
areas, and picnic areas are nearby.
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
